MSC in Statistics at Nottingham

The MSc in Statistics offers a modern advanced curriculum in statistics which will enable you to broaden and deepen your understanding of the subject and its applications. The programme will provide you with specific techniques and skills suitable for a professional career in statistics or as a solid basis for research in the area. Optional topics typically include generalised linear models, Markov Chain Monte Carlo, the bootstrap, multivariate analysis, spatial statistics, time series and forecasting, multilevel models, stochastic finance, and shape and image analysis.

Outline Description of Course

Part I consists of 120 credits of taught modules, and Part II consists of a major dissertation worth 60 credits.

In Part I the students take the 40 credit Autumn Semester module Fundamentals of Statistics (G14FOS), which contains core material underpinning techniques statistics and probability, and more advanced material on statistical inference. Students also take the 20 credit year-long module Medical Statistics (G13MED), which includes a data analysis project and, together with G14FOS, provides essential techniques and methods with which a professional statistician should be familiar. The remaining credits can be chosen freely from a list of modules offered by the School of Mathematical Sciences.

A major dissertation, G14SDS, is conducted in the summer period in Part II
