MSc in Statistics at Warwick

Description of the course:  
The Master's/Diploma programme provides a broad and flexible postgraduate course in statistical science. Students taking this course will already have a degree in mathematics or in statistics or in a subject containing a substantial mathematics component.  For the nine month period from October to June, the programme requirements of the Diploma and MSc are identical. MSc students continue for a further three months working on a dissertation. Both courses can alternatively be studied part-time over a period of two consecutive years.

After completing the taught portion of the Master's/Diploma the student will have acquired sufficient knowledge and understanding of topics in statistical theory and practice and in probability to provide a basis for academic research or a career as a statistician and, for Master's students, to put their knowledge into practice in the dissertation.

The programme aims to cover topics most relevant to a career as a professional statistician. Prior knowledge of basic statistical theory and methods is assumed, such as would be covered in a typical first degree in mathematics or a joint degree between statistics and some other discipline.
